1-Safety

INSTALLER: Leave these instructions with consumer.

CONSUMER: Retain for future reference.

This grill must be installed in accordance with local codes and ordinances, or, in the absence of local codes, with either the latest National Fuel Gas Code (ANSI
Z223.1/NFPA 54), and Natural Gas and Propane Storage and Handling Installation Code (CSA-B149.1).

This appliance and its individual shutoff valves must be disconnected from the gas-supply piping system when testing the system at pressures in excess of 12 psig.
This appliance must be isolated from the gas-supply piping system by closing its dedicated manual shutoff valve during any pressure testing of the gas-supply

system at pressures up to and including %2 psig.

WHEN INSTALLING AND OPERATING THIS APPLIANCE WITH PROPANE (L.P.) GAS, ALL INSTRUCTIONS AND WARNINGS INYOUR OWNER’S MANUAL
MUST BE OBSERVED. FAILURE TO DO SO MAY RESULT IN A FIRE OR EXPLOSION CAUSING SERIOUS INJURY OR DEATH.

Parts Placement Checklist

Place the following items according to their position and orientation in
Fig. 4-1:

Vaporizer panels, cooking grids, and warming rack.
Leave pre-installed burners in place to maintain proper alignment.

Vaporizer Panels

Place the vaporizer panels directly onto the studs on the burners. The
panels allow heat from the burners to be evenly directly throughout the
cooking area.

Cooking Grids
Backburner

(if equipped) Place the cooking grids (over the burners) onto the grid frame.
Warming Rack

The warming rack comes pre-installed. Remove zip ties before use.

position. Once the burner lights, release the knob.
Note:  Turning the knob will create a “click” sound. The pilot will ignite at this point, lighting the burner.

CAUTION: If a burner does not light within two to three (2-3) seconds of turning on the control knob,
depress the knob and turn it to the OFF position. WAIT FIVE (5) MINUTES before
repeating step 4. If you smell gas, follow the instructions on the cover of the grill owner’s
manual. If the burners still do not light after several attempts, refer to the grill owner’s
manual for manual lighting.

5. Repeat step 4 for each additional burner to be lit.
